Whether you are a new user or an experienced rider, it is important for your
personal safety that you know the controls and features of the ATV. Equally im-
portant is knowing how to properly ride.

Regardless of your age, experience or state regulations, it is safer for you or any
other person who may ride your ATV, to take an approved ATV safe riding course.
Please check with your dealer or local authorities for availability in your area. If
you are a completely new ATV rider, this should be done before your first ride.
Your ATV instructor should be able to provide advice on local conditions and safe
riding practices particular to the areas.

Riding conditions vary from place to place. Each is subject to weather conditions
which may radically change from time to time and from season to season. Riding
on sand is different than riding on snow or through forests or marshes. Each loca-
tion may require a greater degree of awareness and skill. Always proceed with
caution.

Never attempt to turn the
ATV around on any hill until you have mastered the turning technique described
further in this Operator's Guide on level ground. Avoid crossing the side of a
steep hill if possible.

A Always use proper procedures if you stall or roll backwards when climbing a
hill. To avoid stalling, use proper gear and maintain a steady speed when climb-
ing a hill. If you stall or roll backwards, follow the special procedure for braking
described further in this Operator’s Guide. Dismount on the uphill side or to a
side if pointed straight uphill. Turn the ATV around and remount, following the
procedure described further in this Operator’s Guide.

A Always check for obstacles before operating in a new area. Never attempt to
operate over large obstacles, such as large rocks or fallen trees. Always follow
proper procedures when operating over obstacles as described further in this
Operator’s Guide.

A Always be careful when skidding or sliding. Learn to safely control skidding or
sliding by practicing at low speeds and on level, smooth terrain. On extremely
slippery surfaces, such as ice, go slowly and be very cautious in order to reduce
the chance of skidding out of control.

Never exceed the stated load capacity for this ATV.
Cargo should be properly distributed and securely attached.

Reduce speed when carrying cargo or pulling a trailer. Allow greater dis-
tance for braking.

Always follow the instructions in this Operator’s Guide for carrying cargo
or pulling a trailer.

To fully appreciate the pleasures and excitement of riding an ATV, there are some
basic rules and tips that you should follow. Some may be new to you while others
may be common sense or obvious. However, we ask that you take a few minutes
to read this Operator's Guide completely before you operate the ATV.

Information in this Operator's Guide is limited. It is strongly recommended that
you obtain further information and training from your local authorities, ATV clubs
or a recognized ATV training organization such as the Specialty Vehicle Institute
of America or the Canada Safety Council.

The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission and all ATV manufacturers do
not recommend anyone under the age of 16 to ride an ATV having an engine
higher than 90 cc. For the child’s safety, we strongly recommend you also follow
and enforce this recommendation. You are the sole judge of a rider’s capability to
understand the risks and operate an ATV safely.

Persons with cognitive or physical impairments or are high risk takers have an in-
creased exposure to overturns or collisions which may result in injury including death.

Become completely familiar with the operational controls and the general opera-
tion of the ATV before venturing into off road conditions. Practice driving in a
suitable area free of hazards and feel the response of each control. Drive at low
speeds. Higher speeds requires greater experience, knowledge and suitable
riding conditions.

Not all ATVs are the same. Each has its own unigue performance characteristics,
controls and features. Each will ride and handle differently.

Never assume that the ATV will go everywhere safely. Sudden changes in terrain
caused by holes, depressions, banks, softer or harder “ground” plus others, may
cause the ATV to topple or become unstable. To avoid this, slow down and always
observe the terrain ahead. If the ATV does begin to topple or tipover, it is usually
the best advice to immediately get off... AWAY from the direction of the
tipover!
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RIDING TIPS

While reading this Operator's Guide, remember that:

AN e

Indicates a potential hazard that, if not avoid, could result in serious injury
or death.

/\ WARNING

The pre-operation check is very important prior to operating the vehicle.
Always check the proper operation of critical controls, safety features and
mechanical components before starting. If not done, severe injury or
death might occur.

Before using an ATV you should always:

a) Disengage the parking device.

b) Check the steering operation.

c) Test throttle operation.

d) Check brake functions.

e) Check engine stop switch function.

f) Verify operation and cleanliness of headlamp and taillight.
g) Verify fuel and oil levels.

h) Inspect tires and wheel rims for excessive wear or damage.
i) Check tire air pressure.

j) Secure all cargo and storage compartments.

k) Adjust and lubricate drive chain.

Proceed only if all items are satisfactory.
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Clothing

Actual weather conditions should help you decide how to dress. However, it is
important that you always wear the appropriate protective clothing and apparel,
including an approved helmet, eye protection, boots, gloves, long sleeved shirt
and pants. Never wear loose clothing such as a scarf that may get entangled in
the ATV or on tree shrubs and branches. Depending on conditions, a fog free visor
or protective goggles may be required. This type of clothing will provide you pro-
tection from some of the minor hazards you may encounter on route. Sun glasses
should only be worn during the daytime. Different colored lenses available for
goggles or glasses help you distinguish terrain variations.

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Carrying Loads

Any load carried on the ATV's carrying rack(s) will affect the stability and control
of the ATV. For this reason, do not exceed the load limits of the ATV manufacturer.
Always make sure the load is secured and cannot interfere with your proper con-
trol. Always be aware that the “load” may slide or fall off and create an accident.
Avoid loads that may protrude sideways and get snagged or caught in brush or
other obstacles. Avoid covering and obstructing the headlamp or taillights with
the cargo. Always make sure any storage compartment latches are closed. If a
removable compartment cover is removed to carry a load, make sure that the load
is secure and that smaller objects cannot “fly out”. Secure compartment cover
to the rear rack.

All ATVs are intended for an operator only. Even with a long seat that provides
unrestricted operator movement, they are not designed nor intended to carry
passenger(s). Do not install passenger seats or use the racks or their location to
carry passenger(s). Carrying a passenger (s) will affect the stability and your con-
trol of the ATV.

Hauling a Trailer

Riding an ATV with a trailer substantially increases the risk of toppling, especially
on inclined slopes. If a trailer is used behind the ATV make sure that its hitch is
compatible with the one on the ATV. Make sure the trailer is horizontal with the
ATV. (In some instances a special extension may have to be installed on the ATV
hitch). Use security chains to secure the trailer with the ATV. The ATV may require
additional stopping distance if hauling heavy loads, especially on inclined surfac-
es. Be careful not to skid or slide. When stopped or parked, block the ATV and
trailer wheels from possible movement. Always make sure load is evenly distrib-
uted on the trailer. Apply caution when disconnecting a loaded trailer, it or its load
may topple on you or others. Do not turn at high speeds.

Working with your ATV

Your ATV can help you perform a number of different LIGHT tasks ranging from
snow removal to pulling wood or carrying cargo. A variety of accessories are
available from your authorized Bombardier ATV dealer. However, always respect
the load and capacities of the ATV. Overloading of the ATV can overstress the
components and cause failure. To prevent possible injury, it is equally important
to follow the instructions and warnings that accompany the accessory. Avoid any
physical exertion through lifting or pulling of heavy loads or manpowering the ATV.
(Continue to read RECREATIONAL RIDING further).
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Recreational Riding

Respect the rights and limitations of others. Stay away from areas designated for
other types of off road use. This includes snowmobile trails, equestrian trails, cross
country ski trails, mountain bike trails etc. Never assume there are no other users
on the trail. Always stay to the complete right of the trail and do not zig zag to one
side of the trail then the other. Be prepared to stop or pull off to the side if another
trail user appears in front of you.

Join a local ATV club. They will provide you with a map and advice or inform you
where you can ride. If a club does not exist in your area, help start one. Group
riding and club activities provide a pleasurable, social experience.

Always keep a safe distance from other riders. Your judgment of speed, terrain
conditions, weather, mechanical condition of your ATV and the “trust in judg-
ment” you have in others around you will help you make a better choice of ap-
propriate safe distance. ATVs, like any other vehicle, cannot stop “on a dime”.

Before you ride, tell someone where you are planning to travel and your expected
time of return. Never consume alcohol or drugs before or while riding!

Depending on the length of your ride, carry additional tools or emergency equip-
ment. Find out where you can get additional gasoline and oil. Be prepared for the
possible conditions you may encounter. An emergency first aid kit should always
be a consideration.

Environment

One of the benefits of an ATV is that it can take you off the beaten path away
from most communities. However, you should always respect nature and the
rights of others to enjoy it. Do not ride in environmentally sensitive areas. Do not
drive over crops or tree shrubs... nor cut down trees or take down fencing... nor
spin your wheels and destroy the terrain. “Tread Lightly”.

Chasing wildlife is in many areas illegal. Wildlife can die of exhaustion after being
chased by an ATV. If you encounter animals on the trail, stop and observe quietly
and with caution. It will be one of the better memories of your life.

Observe the rule... "what you take in, carry out”. Do not litter. Do not start camp-
fires unless you have permission to do so... and only then... away from dry areas.
The hazards you may create on the trail may cause injury to others or yourself,
even at a later date.

Respect farm lands. Always obtain the permission of the landowner before riding
on private land. Respect crops, farm animals and property lines. If you come to a
closed gate, close it again behind you.

Finally, do not pollute streams, lakes or rivers and do not modify the engine or
muffling system, or remove any of its components.
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Design Limitation

The fundamental design concept is a compromise between ruggedness which
call for strength and weight, and light-footedness. Although the vehicle is excep-
tionally rugged for its class, it is still a light vehicle by definition and its operation
must be restricted to its proper purpose.

The addition of weight to any part of the vehicle changes its gravitational stability
and modifies its performance.

Off-Highway Operation

The very nature of off-highway operation is dangerous. Any terrain, which has not
been specially prepared to carry vehicles, presents an inherent danger where
angularity, terrain substance and exact steepness are unpredictable. The terrain
itself presents a continual element of danger, which must be knowingly accepted
by anyone venturing over it.

An operator who takes a vehicle off-road should always exercise the utmost care
in selecting the safest path and keeping close watch on the terrain ahead of him.
On no account should the vehicle be operated by anyone who is not completely
familiar with the driving instructions applicable to the vehicle, or should it be op-
erated on steep or treacherous terrain.

General Operating and Safety Precautions

Care, caution, experience and driving skill are the best precautions against the
hazard of ATV operation.

Whenever there is the slightest doubt that the vehicle can safely negotiate an
obstacle of a particular piece of terrain, always choose an alternate route.

In off-road operation, power and traction, not speed, are important. Never drive
faster than visibility and your own ability to select a safe route permits.

Constantly watch the terrain ahead for sudden changes in slopes or obstacles,
such as rocks or stumps, that may cause loss of stability, resulting in tip-over or
roll-over.

Never operate the vehicle if the controls do not function normally.

When operating in reverse, check that the path behind you is free of people or
obstacles. Proceed slowly and avoid any sharp turns.

When stopped or parked always apply the parking device. This is especially im-
portant when parking on a slope. On very steep inclines or if the ATV is carrying
a cargo, the wheels should be blocked using rocks or bricks. Remember to turn
the fuel valve to the closed position.
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Uphill Driving

Due to configuration, ATVs have excellent climbing ability, so much so that tip-
over is possible before traction is lost. For example, it is common to encounter
terrain situations where the top of the hill has eroded to a point that the hill peak
rises very sharply. The ATV can readily negotiate such a condition, however, in
doing so, when the front of the vehicle is driven to a point that the vehicle's
balance changes rearward tip over can occur.

The same situation may apply if an embedded object causes the front of the
vehicle to climb more than desired. If such a situation occurs take an alternate
route. Be aware of sidehilling dangers when doing so.

It is also wise to know the terrain condition on the other side of the hill or bank.
All too often there exists a sharp drop-off that is impossible to negotiate or de-
scend.

Downhill Driving

As a rule, ATVs can climb slopes that are steeper than they can safely descend.
Therefore, it is essential to assure that a safe route exists to descend a slope
before you climb it.

Decelerating while negotiating a slippery downhill slope could “toboggan” the
vehicle. Maintain steady speed and/or accelerate slightly to regain control.

Side Hilling

Whenever possible, such operation should be avoided. If necessary, do so with
extreme caution. Sidehilling on steep inclines could result in roll-over. In addition,
slippery or unfirm surfaces could result in uncontrollable side sliding. Do not at-
tempt to turn the vehicle downhill with the slide. Avoid all objects or depressions
that will intensify the raising of one side of the vehicle higher than the other, thus
causing roll-over.

Drop-Offs

An ATV will “bottom-out” and usually stop if either the front or rear wheels are
driven over a drop-off. If the drop is sharp or deep, the vehicle will nose dive and
tip-over.

/\ WARNING

Avoid negotiating drop-offs. Reverse and select an alternate route.

Riding Techniques

Riding your ATV too fast for the conditions may result in injury. Apply only enough
throttle to proceed safely. Statistics show that high speed turns usually result in
mishaps and injury. Always remember that an ATV is heavy! It's pure weight alone
may entrap you should it fall and pin you down.

ATVs are not designed for jumping nor can they, or you, absorb the energy of high
impacts such as jumping. Performing “wheelies” can cause the ATV to flip over
onto you. Both practices have a high risk and should be avoided at all times.

To maintain proper control it is strongly advised that you keep your hands on the
handlebar and within easy reach of all controls. The same holds true for your feet.
To minimize the possibility of any leg or foot injury, keep your feet on the footrests
at all times. Do not direct your toes outwards nor place your foot out to assist
turning as they can be hit or snagged by passing obstacles or may contact the
wheels.

VOOAOUL

Even though there is an adequate suspension system on an ATV there are “wash-
board” or rough terrain conditions that will make you feel uncomfortable and even
cause back injury. “Posting” or riding in a crouched position will often be required.
Slow down and allow your flexed legs to absorb impact.
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An ATV is not designed for riding on roads or highways. (In most places it is an
illegal practice). Riding your ATV on roads or highways could cause a collision to
occur with another vehicle. ATV tires are not suited for paved road use. Pavement
may seriously affect the handling and control of the ATV. Riding on roads or soft
shoulders may confuse other road users, especially if your lights are on. If you
have to cross a road, the lead driver should get off his ATV then observe and give
directions to the other ATV riders. The last person after crossing then assists the
lead driver to cross. Do not travel on sidewalks. They are designated for pedes-
trian use.

Water can be a unique hazard. If it is too deep the ATV may “float” and topple.
Check the water depth and current before you attempt to cross any water. \Water
should not go above the footrest. Be wary of slippery surfaces such as rocks,
grass, logs, etc., both in the water and on its banks. A loss of traction may occur.
Do not attempt to enter the water at high speed. The water will act as a brake
and could wash you away.

VOOAOVL

Water will affect the braking ability of your ATV. Make sure you dry the brakes by
applying them several times after the ATV leaves the water.

Mud or marsh lands may be encountered near water. Be prepared for sudden
“holes” or change in depth. Similarly so, be watchful of hazards such as rocks
logs, etc., partially covered by vegetation.

If your trip crosses frozen waterways, make sure the ice is thick enough to sup-
port the total weight of yourself, the ATV and its load. Be ever watchful of open
ice... it is a sure indication that the thickness of the ice varies. If in doubt, do not
attempt to cross.
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Ice will also affect the control of an ATV. Slow down and do not “gun” the throttle.
This will only result in spinning of the tires and possible tipover of the ATV. Avoid
rapid braking. This again will possibly result in an uncontrolled slide and tipover
of the ATV. Slush should be avoided at all times since it could block the operation
or controls of the ATV.

Sand and riding on sand dunes or on snow is another unique experience but there
are some basic precautions that should be observed. Wet, deep or fine
sand/snow may create a loss of traction and cause the ATV to slide, drop off or
become “bogged” down. If this occurs look for a firmer base. Again, the best
advice is to slow down and be watchful of the conditions.

When riding in sand dunes it is advisable to equip the ATV with an antenna type
safety flag. This will help make your location more visible to others over the next
sand bank. Proceed carefully should you see another safety flag ahead. Since the
antenna type safety flag can snag and rebound on your body if caught, do not use
it in areas where there are low hanging branches or obstacles.

Riding on loose stones or gravel is very similar to riding on ice. It will affect the
steering of an ATV... possibly causing it to slide and tipover, especially at high
speeds. In addition, braking distance may be affected. Remember that “gunning”
the throttle or sliding may cause loose stones to be ejected rearwards, into an-
other ATV rider’s way.

VOOAOWL
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If you do get into a slide or skid, it may help to turn the handlebar into the direction
of the skid until you regain control. Never jam the brakes and lock the wheels.

Respect and follow all posted trail signs. They are there to help you and others.

Obstacles on the trail should be crossed with caution. This includes loose rocks,
fallen trees, slippery surfaces, fences, posts, embankments and depressions. You
should avoid them whenever possible. Remember that some obstacles are too
large or dangerous to cross and should be avoided. Small rocks or fallen trees
may be safely crossed if approached at a 90° angle. Stand on the footrests while
keeping your knees flexed. Adjust speed without losing momentum and do not
“gun” the throttle. Hold handlebar firmly. Place your body weight rearwards and
proceed. Do not try to lift the ATV's front wheels off the ground. Be aware that
the object may be slippery or may move while crossing.

When driving on hills or slopes two things are highly important: be prepared for
slippery surfaces or terrain variations and obstacles and use proper body position-

ing.

While reading this Operator's Guide, remember that:

/\ WARNING

Indicates a potential hazard that, if not avoid, could result in serious injury
or death.
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Uphill

Keep your body weight forward towards the top of the hill. Keep your feet on the
footrests and shift into low gear then accelerate and when necessary, change
gear quickly as you climb. Do not over-speed since this may cause the front of
the ATV to lift from the ground and fall back on you. If the hill is too steep and you
cannot proceed or the ATV begins to roll backwards, apply the brake, being careful
not to slide. Dismount then use the “U" turn or “K"” turn (while walking back,
next to the ATV on the up hill side and with a hand on the brake lever, slowly back
the rear of the ATV toward the top of the hill then drive downhill). Always walk or
dismount on the upside of the slope while keeping clear of the ATV and its rotating
wheels. Do not try to hold on to an ATV if it begins to topple. Stay clear. Do not
ride over the crest of the hill at high speed. Obstacles, including sharp drop-offs,
may exist.

VOOAOXL
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Downhill

Keep your body weight rearwards. Apply the brake gradually to prevent skidding.

Do not “coast” down the slope using solely engine compression or in neutral
gear.

VOOAOYL
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Side Hilling

This is one of the most risky types of riding since it may drastically change the
balance of the ATV. It should be avoided wherever possible. If it is necessary to
do so however, it is important that you ALWAYS keep your body weight on the
upside of the slope... and be prepared to dismount on that side should the ATV
begin to topple. Do not try to stop or save the ATV from damage.

VO0AOZL

Routine Maintenance

Once your ride completed it is wise to remove any build up of snow, ice, mud and
grime. Not only will this help you keep the ATV longer and in good condition for
resale but will eliminate potential hazards the next time you use the ATV. Wash
the ATV with warm soapy water then allow it to dry. (A towel may help). Do not
wash the ATV outside during freezing weather. Apply appropriate lubrication as
described in the MAINTENANCE section.

Part of your responsibility towards safety is to respect the contents of this Oper-
ator’s Guide. It provides valuable advise on how to properly take care of your ATV.
If further assistance is required your authorized Bombardier ATV dealer is always
willing to help.

Modification of the ATV to increase speed and performance may violate the terms
and conditions of your ATV limited warranty. In addition, certain modifications
including the removal of engine or exhaust components are illegal under most laws.

Changing the wheel and/or tire size may affect the stability of the ATV. Incorrect tire
pressure may lead to blow outs or cause a tire to move around on its rim and become
lost or damaged. Wheels or tires which are damaged should always be replaced.

The ON with lights position, turns on
all lights with either the engine running
or not. Remember that having the
lights on without the engine running
discharges the battery.

9) Choke Lever

This section specifies the recommend-
ed liquids and procedures to check
their levels. Refer to MAINTENANCE
for procedures to replace the liquids.

Fuel
Recommended Fuel

Use regular unleaded gasoline or gaso-
hol containing less than 10% of ethanol
or methanol, available from most service
stations. The gasoline used must have
an octane number of 87 ((R + M)/2) or
higher.

NOTE: In most service station, pump oc-
tane number corresponds to (R + M)/2
octane number. Usually a sticker can be
found on the pump.

CAUTION: Never experiment with
other fuels. The use of unrecom-
mended fuel can result in vehicle
performance deterioration and dam-
age to critical parts in the fuel sys-
tem and engine components.

CAUTION: Never mix oil with fuel.
This ATV has a 4-stroke engine. Qil
must be added to engine base only.

Recommended Oil

Use 4-stroke engine oil that meets or
exceeds the requirements for API ser-
vice classification SG, SH or SJ. Al-
ways check the API service label on
the oil container to be sure it includes
the letters SG, SH or SJ. Only use high-
quality high-detergent oil.

NOTE: For improved overall perfor-
mance and wear protection use
Bombardier synthetic oil 5W40 (P/N
293 600 039).
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Oil Viscosity
SAE 5W30 is recommended for all seasons.

However, during the hottest days of the summer and bitter cold days of the winter,
refer to the following chart to select the proper viscosity.

/\ WARNING

Check coolant level with engine
cold. Never add coolant in cool-
ing system when engine is hot.

With vehicle on a level surface, liquid
should be between MIN. and MAX.
level marks of coolant reservoir.

NOTE: When checking level at tem-
perature lower than 20°C (68°F), it may
be slightly lower than MIN. mark.

Always use brake fluid meeting the
specification DOT 4 only.

CAUTION: To avoid serious damage
to the braking system, do not use
fluids other than the recommended
one, nor mix different fluids for top-

ping up.

Fluid Level

With vehicle on a level surface, check
brake fluid in reservoirs for proper lev-
el. They should be above MIN. mark.

Add fluid as required. Do not overfill.
Clean filler cap before removing.

CAUTION: Use only DOT 4 brake fluid
from a sealed container. Do not use
brake fluid taken from old or already
opened containers.

NOTE: A low level may indicate leaks
or worn brake pads. See an authorized
Bombardier ATV dealer.

Brake Lever Fluid Reservoir

Turn steering in the straight-ahead po-
sition to ensure reservoir is level.
Check the brake fluid level, the reser-
voiris full when the fluid reaches of the
top of window.

Electrolyte Level
Place the vehicle on a level surface.

Check electrolyte level by the rear right
inner fender. Use a flashlight if neces-
sary.

The electrolyte should be between low-
er and upper marks. If level is low, re-
move battery from vehicle to add dis-
tilled water.
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Removal

Disconnect BLACK (-) cable first then
RED (+) cable.

/\ WARNING

Always respect this order for dis-
assembly; disconnect BLACK (-)
cable first. Electrolyte or fuel va-
pors can be presentin engine com-
partment and a spark may ignite
them and possibly cause personal
injuries.

Remove the holding strap.

Remove battery from vehicle being
careful not to tilt it so that electrolyte
flows out of vent tube.

/\ WARNING

Electrolyte is poisonous and dan-
gerous. Avoid contact with eyes,
skin and clothing. Wear protective
eyeglasses and a suitable pair of
non-absorbent gloves when re-
moving the battery by hand.

CAUTION: Should any electrolyte
spillage occur, immediately wash off
with a solution of baking soda and
water.

Cleaning

Clean battery, battery casing, cables
and battery posts using a solution of
baking soda and water.

Remove corrosion from battery cable
terminals and battery posts using a
firm wire brush. Battery top should be
cleaned by soft brush and any grease-
cutting soap or baking soda solution.




Refilling
Place battery on a level surface.

Unscrew caps and add distilled water
up to upper mark as required. Do not
overfill.

Properly retighten caps.

Installation
Reinstall battery in vehicle.

/\ WARNING

Connect RED (+) cable first then
BLACK (-) cable. Always connect
RED (+) cable first.
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BREAK-IN PERIOD

Engine
A break-in period of 10 operating hours

is required before running the vehicle
at sustained full throttle.

CAUTION: Never mix oil with fuel.
This vehicle has a 4-stroke engine.
Oil must be added to engine base
only.

During this period, maximum throttle
should not exceed 3/4. However, brief
full acceleration and speed varia-
tions contribute to a good break-in.
Continued wide open throttle acceler-
ations, prolonged cruising speeds and
engine overheating are detrimental dur-
ing the break-in period.

Belt

A new belt requires a break-in period of
50 km (30 miles). Avoid strong acceleration/
deceleration, pulling a load or high speed
cruising.

10-Hour Inspection

As with any precision piece of me-
chanical equipment, we suggest that
after the first 10 hours or 30 days after
the purchase, whichever comes first,
your vehicle be inspected by an autho-
rized Bombardier ATV dealer. This in-
spection will give you the opportunity
to discuss the unanswered questions
you may have encountered during the
first hours of operation.

The 10-hour inspection is at the ex-
pense of the vehicle owner.

While reading this Operator’s Guide, remember that:

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PRE-OPERATION CHECK

/A WARNING

The pre-operation check is very
important prior to operating the
vehicle. Always check the proper
operation of critical controls, safe-
ty features and mechanical com-
ponents before starting. If not
done as specified here, severe in-
jury or death might occur.

Apply parking brake and check if it
operates properly.

Check tire pressure and condition.

Check wheels and bearings for wear
and damage.

Check location of controls and en-
sure they work properly.

Verify steering operates freely.

Activate throttle control lever sever-
al times to ensure it operates freely.
It must return to idle position when
released.

Activate the brake levers and foot
pedal to make sure the brakes fully
apply. Levers and pedal must fully
return when released.

Ensure transmission lever is work-
ingthen resetin NEUTRAL position.

Check drive chain for lubrication and
adjustment.

¢ Check sprockets for wear and dam-
ages.

e Check fuel, oil and coolant levels.

e Check for oil leaks on the engine/
and the transmission.

e Ensure fuel valve is in fully open po-
sition (ON).

e Clean headlights and taillight.
e Ensure seat is properly tightened.

e If you transport cargo, respect load
capacity. Ensure cargo is properly
secured on cargo areas.

e |f you are pulling a trailer or other
equipment, ensure it respects the
tongue capacity and towing capaci-
ty. Ensure trailer is properly secured
to hitch.

e | ook and feel for loose parts while
engine is off. Check fasteners.

e Ensure the path of travel is free of
persons and obstacles.

e Check operation of ignition switch,
start button, engine stop switch,
headlights, headlight switch, tail-
light and indicator lights.

e Start engine and drive forward slow-
ly a few feet and apply all brakes in-
dividually to test them.

Correct any problem you may have
found. See an authorized Bombardier
ATV dealer as necessary.
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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

General

Transmission lever must be on NEU-
TRAL to allow engine starting.

To start engine, place the engine stop
switch to RUN position, insert key in
ignition switch and turn to ON then
press start button.

For your convenience, an override mode
allows the engine to be started with
the transmission lever in any position.
Press and hold the front brake lever
while pressing the start button.

Initial Cold Starting
Insert key in ignition switch and turn to
ON.

NOTE: Do not forget, place the engine
stop switch to RUN position.

In cold weather, colder than 0°C (32°F),
place the choke lever to full choke po-
sition.

Vo6Fo2Y

Press start button and hold until engine
starts.

CAUTION: Do not hold start button
more than 30 seconds. A rest period
should be observed between the
cranking cycles to let starter cool
down. Pay attention not to discharge
battery.
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NOTE: Throttle assist may be use to
help engine starting faster. Press the
throttle lever slightly. If too much throt-
tle is used the choke system will not
be activated.

Release start button immediately when
engine has started.

After a few seconds, back off the
choke lever from full choke position to
an intermediate position until the best
engine RPM is achieved.

NOTE: Overusing choke may flood en-
gine and make it hard to start. Refer to
SPECIAL PROCEDURES if it occurs.

When the engine is warm, push the
choke lever to OFF and release brakes.

Warm Engine Starting

Start the engine as explained above
but without the choke. If the engine
does not start after two 5-second at-
tempts with the electric starter, move
the choke lever and place it half way
position. Start the engine without acti-
vating the throttle lever. After a few
seconds, push the choke lever to OFF.

Stopping the Engine

/\ WARNING

Avoid parking on an inclined sur-
face.

Release throttle and completely stop
the vehicle.

Apply the parking brake by using brake
lever lock on brake lever.

Set transmission lever in NEUTRAL po-
sition.

Push the engine stop switch in OFF po-
sition.

Turn key in ignition switch to OFF.
Remove key from ignition switch.




Shifting the Transmission
Let engine idle to warm up.

Apply brakes and select the desired
gear range H.

Release brakes.

CAUTION: Make sure parking brake
is fully disengaged before operating
the ATV.

Gradually press the throttle lever to in-
crease engine speed and thus engag-
ing the continuously variable transmis-
sion (CVT).

At the opposite, when the throttle le-
ver is released, the engine speed de-
creases.

Using the Reverse

CAUTION: When changing from for-
ward to reverse, or vice-versa, al-
ways completely stop the vehicle
and apply the brake prior to moving
the transmission lever.

The same procedures as SHIFTING THE
TRANSMISSION above apply except for
the following.

Set the transmission lever in REVERSE
position.
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SPECIAL PROCEDURES
Flooded Engine

When the engine does not start after
several attempts, the engine may be
fuel flooded. Proceed as follows.

Turn ignition switch to ON and ensure
choke is not applied.

Ensure the transmission lever is on
NEUTRAL.

Fully press throttle lever and hold while
starting the engine.

As soon as the engine starts, release
throttle lever. Do not race engine.

If it does not work:

Clean the spark plug cap area then re-
move it. Remove the spark plug (tools
are supplied in tool box).

/\ WARNING

Always wear eye protector and
gloves when the spark plug hole
is cleaned.

Crank engine several times. Install
new spark plug if possible or clean and
dry spark plug.

Start engine as explained above. If en-
gine continues to flood, see an autho-
rized Bombardier ATV dealer.

Engine Overheat

If engine overheats and indicator light
turns on, try the following:

Check and clean radiator fins. See MAIN-
TENANCE section.

/\ WARNING

The radiator can be very hot, wear
gloves before touching radiator.
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Reduce vehicle speed but try to keep
vehicle moving to supply air to radiator.
If engine is still overheating after ap-
proximately one minute, stop vehicle
and set transmission to NEUTRAL and
apply parking brake. Stop engine.

Let engine cool down. Check coolant
level and refill if possible.

/\ WARNING

To prevent burning yourself do
not remove the radiator cap if the
engine is hot.

Never refill cooling system when
engine is hot.

Restart the engine, if the light does not
turn off right after engine starting, stop
engine and disconnect the temperature
sensor.

Restart engine. If the light stays on, a
low oil pressure of the engine must be
considered.

Post-Operation Care

When vehicle is used in salt-water envi-
ronment (beach area, launching/loading
boats etc.), rinsing the vehicle with fresh
water is necessary to preserve vehicle
and its components. Metallic parts lu-
brication is highly recommended. Use
BOMBARDIER LUBE (P/N 293 600 016).
This must be performed at the end of
each operating day.

When vehicle is operated in muddy
conditions, rinsing the vehicle is rec-
ommended to preserve vehicle and its
components and to keep lights clean.

NOTE: Never use a high pressure wash-
er to clean the vehicle USE LOW PRES-
SURE ONLY (like a garden hose). The
high pressure can cause electrical or
mechanical damages.

Turn Over

When vehicle is turned over or stays
tilted on the side, replace the vehicle in
its normal operating position (on all four
wheels) and wait 3 to 5 minutes before
starting engine. Before starting engine,
check engine oil level and refill if nec-
essary. If the oil pressure light stays
ON after starting engine, stop engine
and see an authorized Bombardier ATV
dealer as soon as possible.

ATV Immersion

Should the ATV become immersed, it
will be necessary to take it to an autho-
rized Bombardier ATV dealer as soon
as possible. DO NOT START THE EN-
GINE! Immersion of the ATV can cause
serious damage if the correct re-start
procedure is not followed.

1. SCOPE OF THE LIMITED WARRANTY

BOMBARDIER INC. (hereinafter “TBOMBARDIER"), warrants its 2004 BOMBARDIER
ATV from defects in material or workmanship for the period described below.

All genuine BOMBARDIER parts and accessories, installed by an authorized
BOMBARDIER distributor/dealer (as hereinafter defined) at the time of delivery
of the 2004 BOMBARDIER ATV, carry the same warranty as that of the ATV.

Use of the product for racing or any other competitive activity, at any point, even
by a previous owner; will render this warranty null and void.

2. WARRANTY COVERAGE PERIOD

This warranty will be in effect FROM THE DATE OF DELIVERY TO THE FIRST
RETAIL CONSUMER or the date the product is first put into use, whichever oc-
curs first and for a period of:

SIX (6) CONSECUTIVE MONTHS, for private use or commercial use owners.

The repair or replacement of parts or the performance of service under this war-
ranty does not extend the life of this warranty beyond its original expiration date.

3. CONDITIONS TO HAVE WARRANTY COVERAGE

This warranty coverage is available only on 2004 BOMBARDIER ATV purchased
as new and unused by its first owner from a BOMBARDIER distributor/dealer
authorized to distribute BOMBARDIER ATV products in the country in which the
sale occurred (hereinafter “BOMBARDIER ATV distributor/dealer”, and then
only after the BOMBARDIER specified pre-delivery inspection process is com-
pleted and documented. Moreover, this warranty coverage is only available if
the BOMBARDIER ATV is purchased in the country in which the purchaser re-
sides. BOMBARDIER will not honor this limited warranty to any personal use
owner or commercial use owner where the preceding conditions have not been
met. Warranty coverage only becomes available upon proper registration of the
product by an authorized BOMBARDIER ATV distributor/dealer. Such limitations
are necessary in order to allow BOMBARDIER to preserve both the safety of
its products, and also that of its consumers and the public.

Routine maintenance outlined in the Operator’s Guide must be timely performed
in order to maintain warranty coverage. BOMBARDIER reserves the right to make
warranty coverage contingent upon proof of proper maintenance.

4. WHAT TO DO TO OBTAIN WARRANTY COVERAGE

The customer must notify a servicing BOMBARDIER ATV distributor/dealer within
two (2) days of the appearance of a defect, and provide it with reasonable access
to the product and reasonable opportunity to repair it. The customer must also
present to the authorized BOMBARDIER distributor/dealer, proof of purchase of
the product and must sign the repair/work order prior to starting the repair in order
to validate the warranty repair. All parts replaced under this limited warranty be-
come the property of BOMBARDIER.
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5. WHAT BOMBARDIER WILL DO

BOMBARDIER's obligations under this warranty are limited to, at its sole discre-
tion, repairing parts found defective under normal use, maintenance and service;
or replacing such parts with new genuine BOMBARDIER parts without charge
for parts and labour, at any authorized BOMBARDIER distributor/dealer.

BOMBARDIER reserves the right to improve or modify products from time to
time without assuming any obligation to modify products previously manufac-
tured.

6. EXCLUSIONS - ARE NOT WARRANTED
e Normal wear and tear;
¢ Routine maintenance items, tune ups, adjustments;

e Damage caused by failure to provide proper maintenance and/or storage, as
described in the Operator’s Guide;

e Damage resulting from removal of parts, improper repairs, service, maintenance,
modifications or use of parts not manufactured or approved by BOMBARDIER
or resulting from repairs done by a person that is not an authorized servicing
BOMBARDIER distributor/dealer;

¢ Damage caused by abuse, abnormal use, neglect or operation of the product
in a manner inconsistent with the recommended operation described in the
Operator’s Guide;

e Damage resulting from accident, submersion, fire, theft, vandalism or any act
of God;

e Operation with fuels, oils or lubricants which are not suitable for use with the
product (see the Operator’s Guide);

e \Water or snow ingestion;

* Incidental or consequential damages, or damages of any kind including without
limitation towing, storage, telephone, rental, taxi, inconvenience, insurance
coverage, loan payments, loss of time, loss of income.

7. LIMITATIONS OF LIABILITY

THIS WARRANTY IS EXPRESSLY GIVEN AND ACCEPTED IN LIEU OF ANY
AND ALL OTHER WARRANTIES, EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING
WITHOUT LIMITATION ANY WARRANTY OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FIT-
NESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE. TO THE EXTENT THAT THEY CAN-
NOT BE DISCLAIMED, THE IMPLIED WARRANTIES ARE LIMITED IN DURA-
TION TO THE LIFE OF THE EXPRESS WARRANTY. INCIDENTAL AND
CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES ARE EXCLUDED FROM COVERAGE UNDER
THIS WARRANTY. SOME JURISDICTIONS DO NOT ALLOW FOR THE DIS-
CLAIMERS, LIMITATIONS AND EXCLUSIONS IDENTIFIED ABOVE, AS A RE-
SULT, THEY MAY NOT APPLY TO YOU. THIS WARRANTY GIVES YOU SPE-
CIFIC RIGHTS, AND YOU MAY ALSO HAVE OTHER LEGAL RIGHTS WHICH
MAY VARY FROM COUNTRY TO COUNTRY.
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Neither the distributor, any BOMBARDIER dealer nor any other person has been
authorized to make any affirmation, representation or warranty regarding the
product, other than those contained in this limited warranty, and if made, shall
not be enforceable against BOMBARDIER.

BOMBARDIER reserves the right to modify this warranty at any time, being un-
derstood that such modification will not alter the warranty conditions applicable
to the products sold while this warranty is in effect.

8. TRANSFER

If the ownership of a product is transferred during the warranty coverage period,
this warranty shall also be transferred and be valid for the remaining coverage
period provided that BOMBARDIER is notified of such transfer of ownership in
the following way:

BOMBARDIER or an authorized BOMBARDIER ATV distributor/dealer receives a
proof that the former owner agreed to the transfer of ownership, in addition to
the co-ordinates of the new owner. The distributor will then forward this informa-
tion directly to BOMBARDIER.

9. CONSUMER ASSISTANCE

a) Inthe event of a controversy or a dispute in connection with this BOMBARDIER
LIMITED WARRANTY, BOMBARDIER suggests that you try to resolve the issue
at the dealership level. We recommend discussing the issue with the authorized
dealer’s service manager or owner.

b) If further assistance is required, the distributor’s service department should be
contacted in order to resolve the matter.

c) If the matter still remains unresolved then contact BOMBARDIER by writing
to us at the address listed below.

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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q: Why must my vehicle be registered with the factory? After all, | do have my
original invoice as proof of when | purchased my vehicle.

A: Registration is very important and an authorized Bombardier ATV dealer
must register your vehicle with Bombardier Inc. Make sure the registration
card has been sent. All of this will allow you to:

a) Have warranty work performed at any authorized Bombardier ATV dealer
in North America. Your registration card will provide the dealer with all
the necessary data to complete warranty claim forms.

b) Be advised by Bombardier Inc. should there be a safety recall or a par-
ticular warranty campaign.

c) Be contacted much faster by the police, in the event that they find your
vehicle subsequent to a theft.

Q: Why must my vehicle be registered with the governing body having jurisdic-
tion over vehicle use?

A: Vehicle registration has two purposes: In many provinces or States, it is
mandatory to register a vehicle in the same way as for a car. It allows the
State or province to maintain records of existing vehicles. In some juridic-
tions, governmental agencies use part of the registration fees for establish-
ing and maintaining trails.

Q: Where can | find information on the lubrication and maintenance of my vehicle?
A: In the Operator’s Guide provided with the vehicle at the time of delivery.

Q: Will the entire warranty be voided or cancelled, if | do not operate or maintain
my new vehicle exactly as specified in the Operator’s Guide?

A: The warranty of the new vehicle cannot be “Voided” or “Cancelled” if
predelivered by an authorized Bombardier ATV dealer. However, if a partic-
ular failure is caused by operation or maintenance other than what is shown
in the Operator’'s Guide, THAT failure may not be covered under warranty.
This includes service work performed by the customer, oil and filter change
and especially the critical adjustments such as the carburetor.

Q: Would you give some examples of abnormal use or strain, neglect or abuse
which may affect the limited warranty coverage?

A: These terms are general and overlap each other in some cases. Some spe-
cific examples may include: running the engine out of oil, operating the
vehicle with a broken or damaged part which causes another part to fail,
and so on. If you have any specific questions on operation or maintenance,
please contact an authorized Bombardier ATV dealer for advice.

Q: What costs are my responsibility during the warranty period?

A: The customer’s responsibility includes all costs of normal maintenance ser-
vices, non-warranty repairs, accidents and collision damage, as well as oils,
and spark plugs, and incidental or consequential damages costs as ex-
plained in the warranty.
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Q: Are “Genuine” Bombardier replacement parts used in warranty repairs also
covered by the limited warranty coverage?

A: Yes. When installed by an authorized Bombardier ATV dealer, any “Genuine ”
Bombardier part used in warranty repairs assumes the remaining warranty
that exists on the vehicle.

Q: If I sell my vehicle within the warranty period, will the new owner qualify for
the balance of the limited warranty coverage?

A: Yes, provided the re-sale has been registered with the manufacturer.
Q: How can | receive the best owner assistance?

A: The satisfaction, safety and goodwill of the owners of Bombardier products
are of primary concern to your ATV dealer and Bombardier Inc. Normally,
any problems that arise in connection with the sales transaction or the
operation of your vehicle will be handled by your Dealer’s Sales or Service
Departments. It is recognized, however, that despite the best intentions of
everyone concerned, misunderstandings will sometimes occur. Frequent-
ly, complaints are the result of a breakdown in communications and can
quickly be resolved by a member of the dealership management. If the
problem already has been reviewed with the Sales Manager or Service
Manager, contact the Dealer Principal himself or the General Manager.
