SUBJECTS
(FUNCTIONALITIES)

1. Integrating track “.gpx” files to the ntvi 500: if
one would like to incorporate custom gpx off-
road routes with directions into his GARMIN
nvi 500.

2. Trip Log: if one would like to record “way-
points” or "viapoints", so they can be edited,
shared on the internet, or reused on other
user's GPS.

3. Using the TracBack® function: if one would like
to use the nlvi 500 to record a trip, and ask the
ndvi 500 to show the way back, following the
same path.

Integrating track “.gpx” files to
the nuvi 500

Track (.gpx type of files) can be found from sharing
web sites such as:

— GPXchange™: www.gpxchange.com

— QuadGen™: www.forumquad.com

— Other sites which are also available

Before being downloaded to your nlvi 500, track
files (.gpx) need to be converted “to a Route” us-
ing third-party software

— MapTech Terrain Navigator™ (US only, cost
varies by map coverage), http://maptech.my-
topo.com/land/.

— Other software are also available.

1. Download, install and open conversion soft-
ware on your PC. As an example, “GPS Track-
Maker” will be used for these instructions.

2. You must have some track files (.gbx) on your
computer before trying to convert and import
them to your GARMIN nlvi 500.

3. From “File " drop down menu, select “"Open
File”

4. Onyour PC, locate and select the .gpx track file
to convert
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5. The track will be displayed.

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Before using new off road routes, the GARMIN
nlvi 500 navigation settings need to be changed
to off road. This step is important, otherwise the
nlvi 500 will attempt to calculate the best route
based on street data.
16. On the GARMIN niivi 500 select:

— "Tools"

— "Settings”

— "“Navigation”

— "Route Preference”

— "Off Road”

— Go back to the main menu
The first time a new routes is used, it needs to
be recalculated by your GARMIN ntvi 500 and im-
ported to the “Custom Routes” folder.
17. Select:

— "Tools"

— "My Data”

— “Import Route From File” (recorded routes

are in this folder)

— Select wanted route(s)

— Click "Import”
Imported files actually do not take up much space,
but they can carefully be removed by the user.
To do so:
— connect the nivi 500 to your PC

— navigate to the following path on the nlvi hard
drive: ..\GARMIN\GPX

— delete all files from the GPX directory
— safely disconnect the nivi 500 from the PC

18. Go back to the Main Menu, after calculations
are completed.

19. To navigate a route, select:
- “"Where To?"
— "“Custom Routes” (your new track should
be listed)

You can now edit, preview or start navigating the
route via the “Go!" button.

NOTE: Clicking on the screen gives the option to
select “Set as new Destination” or “Add as Via
Point”; make the most appropriate selection for
your usage.

Trip Log: recording
"waypoints” or “Viapoints”
and sharing them via internet

This operation requires the use of third-party soft-
ware. As an example, “MapSource” will be used
for these instructions. To be reused on other
user's GPS, to be shared on the internet, or for
editing, Trip Log needs to be extracted from the
GARMIN nivi 500 to a PC.

1. Make sure that the Trip Log feature of the nlvi
500 is turned on. To turn ON and check status
of Trip Log, select:

- "“Tools”

— "Settings”

- "Map”

— "Trip Log Show"”
You may want to clear it before starting your new
path, otherwise it will include all paths since the
Trip Log was turned on.
2. To clear Trip Log, select:

- “Tools”

- "My Data”

— "“Clear Trip Log”

3.0nce the trip is completed, connect the
GARMIN nlvi to a PC via the USB port.

4. Open MapSource.
5. Select:

— "Transfer” menu

— "Receive From Device”
6. Click “Receive”.

You may now edit your track as you wish and save
as any number of formats (.gdb, .gpx. etc.). More
information on the Trip Log function is available via
a search for “trip log ntvi” on GARMIN Support
website.
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TracBack®

It is possible to use the nlvi 500 to record a trip
and ask the nuvil 500 to show the way back, fol-
lowing the same path. This is one of the most
wanted features on a GPS used on ATVs. This
function is called TracBack®, and is also described
in the nlvi 500 Owner’s Manual. Here are the ba-
sics.

On the GARMIN nivi 500 screen, select:

1. "Where To?"

2. "TracBack" to view your recent track.

3. "Save" to save the track to your "Favorites".

4."Go!" to retrace your recent path of travel.
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
